North-East India is well’known’ for its ethnic and cultural
diversity: More than 166 separate tribes live in this region. As
many as 220 languages in three different language groups are
spoken by different communities. The North East region is also
geo-politically one of the most important regions of India that
houses about 3.74 percent of the total population of India.
Nobody can overlook the strategic importance of the area in the
present context of military confrontation with some of the
neighboring countries. Unfortunately many people of this area
still languish in abject poverty, and suffer from internal strifes
and apathetic attitude of the Central Governments. Majority of
the population in the region still live below the poverty line.
According to Human Poverty Index (HPI) the North East region
represents a dismal picture in respect of deprivation in
economic, education and health sectors in both urban and rural
areas. This situation is further aggravated by massive influx into
the area. A number of problems such as influx, insurgency,
ethnic clashes, poverty, human trafficking, drug smuggling,
illiteracy, unemployment have been plaguing the area since
independence and contributing towards its backwardness.
Recently, the present government in Delhi seems to have shown
interest in development of this region. But, only time will tell
what changes might be brought into the area .And there is
apprehension too, that it may make very adverse impact on the
unique life-style and culture of the people of the area. The
present volume titled ‘Perspective on Social and Cultural
Practices of North-East India’ is a research oriented work and is
based on a very comprehensive approach that takes into
consideration all such issues concerning the North East region.
